REQUEST: Mayor and Council consider approval of the Professional Services 
Agreement with quotation from RH Borden & Company for wastewater system flow 
study in the amount of $25,250. 
 
OVERVIEW & ANALYSIS: As part of the analysis of the wastewater system, AquaWorks 
is requesting the City perform a flow study of the wastewater lines to determine where 
Inflow and Infiltration (I&I) is occurring. AquaWorks contacted RH Borden and Company 
for a quote (attached). 
 
The flow study will allow us to prioritize wastewater line replacement to stop/minimize I&I 
issues.  
 
BUDGET IMPACT: The flow study is allowed under our engineering grants from DOLA 
($400,000) and State Revolving Fund (Wastewater - $300,000). 100% is refundable from 
the grants.
