ASPHALT SHINGLE ROOF

1.

Remove the existing hailed out asphalt shingles and underlayment to the wood substrate and dispose of the
debris.

Over the wood substrate furnish and install new ice &water Shield over the entire wood substrate. The roof is
above 7000’ code requires ice and water 6’ up a cold wall on the eves of a roof, being this roof is a barrel roof
with (2) flat valley on each side of the roof, we are bidding full ice and water shield over the entire roof.
Furnish and install (10) new attic vents and (6) new plumbing pipe boots, replace (1) 5 rain cap.

Furnish and install new “GAF” HDZ dimensional asphalt shingles. (Color of shingles To Be Determined)

Remove the existing parapet cap metal and save the metal.

Remove the existing EPDM rubber membrane from the parapet walls and flat section of roof.

Inspect the wood substrate for any water damaged wood decking and replace any as needed.

Over the wood decking furnish and install 4"’ class A fire Rated dens deck cover board, as to comply with codes
for installing a roof over a flat wood deck.

Over the dens deck fully adhere .060 mill (MULE HIDE) EPDM rubber membrane.

The EPDM rubber will be installed up the slope of the barrel roof 2’, and a 12"’ wide flat stock metal to be
installed as to abort the EPDM rubber membrane from the asphalt shingle roof.

Reflash the parapet walls with the EPDM rubber up the walls and onto the top of the parapet walls.

Reinstall the exiting cap metal.

The work will be completed in phases, the first phase we would come in and tear off all the asphalt shingles and install
the ice and water shield over the entire wood deck and dispose of the tear off debris. The second phase we would have

all the shingles and accessories stocked on the roof, as well as all the materials for the flat valleys. The third phase would
be to come in and re-roof the (2) valleys with the EPDM rubber, install the flat metal to abort the EPDM rubber
membrane form the asphalt shingles where they meet at the bottom of the valleys. The last phase would be to install
the asphalt shingles and clean up any remaining debris. This will help protect the new flat roof from getting damaged

during the reroof project.

If you wish to upgrade to the “CertainTeed” Class 4 hail rated shingles and ridge add $1,700.00 to the base bid.

If you wish to have all new prefinished parapet cap metal installed on the east and west parapet walls of the (2) flat
valleys add $3,900.00

The old metal is not in good condition and removing the old cap and trying to reuse it may be impossible to do correctly,
due to the condition it is in.

| Have a cost from Rocky Mountain Structures to stock this roof, we figured from portal to portal, the time stocking the
roof would be around an 8-hour day or $1,600.00 to be added onto the roofing cost.

The scope of work to include as follows:

1. Remove the old rolled roofing that was coated with a white roof coating as well as the %" roof insulation down
to the original metal roof system and dispose of all the debris.

2. Between the ribs of the metal roof panels furnish and install 17"’ wide and %"’ thick precut expanded polystyrene
flute filler insulation board.

3. Over the flute filler insulation mechanically attach %’ class A fire rated dens deck cover board, utilizing proper
insulation plates and fasteners.

4. Over the dens deck cover board install a fully adhered .060 mill white (MULE HIDE) TPO roof system, per the
manufacturers specification.

5. Furnish and install 94’ of new prefinished drip edge metal on the east and west edges at the gutters.

FLAT ROOF

1. Remove the existing rubber membrane roof, and 4"’ wood fiber cover board, and parapet cap metal and dispose
of the debris.

3. Over the wood deck mechanically attach %"’ class A fire rated dens deck utilizing proper insulation plates and
fasteners.

2. Remove the existing parapet cap metal and save.

3. Furnish and install 5"’ per foot expanded polystyrene cricket along the wall of the upper penthouse roof, as not
to pond water in front of the wall.
